Minutes of the June 20, 2010 stated meeting were approved as written. 
Communications – Jeanette shared the balance sheet sent by Presbytery. 
Treasurer -- No treasurer’s report. 
Clerk – No report 
Reports of Committees 

· Property – Brad reported that the a/c unit for the front portion of the fellowship hall is not repairable. One option for a temporary fix would be to turn/redirect the duct work in the attic. We may also receive assistance from Grace Presbyterian in Panama City after the first of the year. It was suggested that we also request for donations of window unit air conditioners for the back area of the fellowship hall. Brad said he might be able to fix the a/c unit in the church. 
· Grace Presbyterian is sending adults and youth July 31 to do work on the church’s buildings; the youth will be working on interior painting and adults will be working on outdoor projects. Josh Wilkes with the Santa Rosa Historical Society picked up furniture which had been donated by the Jones family; the furniture will be displayed in the Jones’ homestead. Pensacola Ballet is interested in renting, for a nominal fee, the youth room and property manager’s room in order to provide ballet lessons to area children.
